The Governor's Office of Student Achievement (OSA) awards those schools with the Highest Percentage of Students Meeting and Exceeding Standards
and/or those with the Greatest Gain in Percentage of Students Meeting and Exceeding Standards.

Criteria were developed comparing the most recent two years of Criterion Referenced Competency Test (CRCT) (grades 1-8 in reading, English/language
arts, math, social studies, and science) and/or the Georgia High School Graduation Test (grade 11 first time test takers - English/language arts, math, science,
and social studies). Criteria were based on Full Academic Year (FAY) students.

The percentage of Students Meeting and Exceeding Standards in the current year is 91.88%.

This percentage reflects a Gain over the prior year of 1.04%.

This change was at or above 60.59% of the elementary schools in Georgia.

This school did not meet the 2005 award criteria for Highest Percentage of Students Meeting and Exceeding Standards.
